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FOOTBALL ASSOCIATION  RESPECT CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENTS/SUPPORTERS
We all have a responsibility to promote high standards of behaviour in the game

This club is supporting The FA’s Respect programme to ensure football can be enjoyed in a safe, positive environment.

Remember children’s football is a time for them to develop their technical, physical, tactical and social skills. Winning isn’t everything.

Play your part and observe The FA’s Respect Code of Conduct for spectators and parents/carers at all times.

I will:

• Remember that children play for FUN
• Applaud effort and good play as well as success

• Always respect the match officials’ decisions

• Remain outside the field of play and within the designated spectators’ area (where provided)

• Let the coach do their job and not confuse the players by telling them what to do

• Encourage the players to respect the opposition, referee and match officials

• Avoid criticising a player for making a mistake – mistakes are part of learning

• Never engage in, or tolerate, offensive, insulting, or abusive language or behaviour.

I understand that if I do not follow the Code, any/all of the following actions may be taken by Tulse Hill JFC, London FA, Tandridge league or The FA:

I may be:

• Issued with a verbal warning from a club or league official

• Required to meet with the club, league or London FA Welfare Officer

• Required to meet with the club committee

• Obliged to undertake an FA education course

• Obliged to leave the match venue by the club

• Requested by the club not to attend future games

• Suspended or have my club membership removed

• Required to leave the club along with any dependents.

In addition:

• The FA/London FA could impose a fine and/ or suspension on the club.

CLUB CODE OF CONDUCT (IN ADDITION TO THE FA RESPECT PROGRAMME)

1. Do not force an unwilling Child to participate in football.
2. Go on the London FA website and complete the parents online respect course
3. Read the Laws of the Game to better understand what you are looking at, and commenting on.

4. Encourage players to play to the Laws of the Game and not to argue with the match official’s decisions.

5. Remember, children learn best by example. Applaud good play by your team and the opposition.

6. Show respect for your team’s opponents.
7. Remain behind the Respect pitch side barriers.
8. Promote good sportsmanship at all times.

9. Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from children’s football.

10. Condemn the use of violence and verbal abuse.

11. Recognise the value and importance of managers/coaches who are all volunteers. They give their time and resources, without charge, to provide organised football for your children.
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
