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The Football Association Respect Code of Conduct for players
We all have a responsibility to promote high standards of behaviour in the game.

As a player, you have a big part to play. That’s why The FA is asking every player to follow a Respect Code of Conduct.

When playing football, I will:

• Always play to the best of my ability

• Play fairly – I won’t cheat, complain or waste time

• Respect my team-mates, the other team, the referee or my coach/manager

• Play by the rules, as directed by the referee

• Shake hands with the other team and referee at the end of the game

• Listen and respond to what my coach/ team manager tells me

• Talk to someone I trust or the club welfare officer if I’m unhappy about anything at my club.

I understand that if I do not follow the Code, any/all of the following actions may be taken by Tulse Hill JFC, Tandridge League, London FA or The FA:

I may:

• Be required to apologise to my team-mates, the other team, and the referee or team manager

• Receive a formal warning from the coach or the club committee

• Be dropped or substituted 
• Be suspended from training

• Be required to leave the club.

In addition:

• Tulse Hill JFC, Tandridge League, London FA or The FA may make my parent or carer aware of any infringements of the Code of Conduct

• The FA/County FA could impose a fine and suspension against my club.
Club Code of Conduct (In Addition To The Football Association Respect Programme)

Players should: -
1. Always respect the referee’s decisions without question or comment.

2. Not use inappropriate language or become involved in fighting, spitting, violence or rough play.
3. Know and adhere to the Laws of The Game.

4. Always contact their manager to confirm both match arrangements and their availability for matches and training sessions.
5. Make every effort to attend training and develop their own abilities in terms of skill, tactics and stamina.
6. Are responsible for ensuring all content hosted on their websites, social network areas and any associated message boards or blogs abide by the Rules & Regulations of the Football Association.
7. Conduct themselves at all times in a manner which contributes to the enjoyment of football for their own team and their opponent’s team. To try their best to enjoy the game, whether they win, lose or draw.

Players Club Rules

1. All players must read and abide by the clubs code of conduct.

2. All players must pay the relevant registration fee each year. This will include all match fees, all training fees. Training & Matchday kit must be purchased separately. No player may play without the agreement of the club secretary. This fee must be paid via direct debit into the clubs account.
3. All players must wear the club training kit to all training sessions.
4. All players must remain at training until collected by their parent/carer at the end of the session.
5. Any player cautioned or sent off during, or after, a game will pay any resulting fine himself or face suspension by the Club. 
6. Any player found to be stealing; either from another person or from Tulse Hill JFC will be expelled sine die from the Club.

7. Shin pads must be worn during both matches and training sessions.

8. All serious breaches of the club rules or disciplinary indiscretions which contravene the signed code of conduct will be investigated and dealt with by a quorum formed from the club committee whose decision will be final.
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
